Changes Everything", Gloria lays the foundation of Christian doctrine (Ephesians 1-3) and continues

with right living (Ephesians 4-6).She quotes, "In light of what we know about God and His plan,

walking in this way is fitting worship."Alive in Him captivated me from the very beginning to the very

end.

More growth.I have read Ephesians various times, sat through an excellent module in Bible school,

and read through John Phillips commentary, yet Gloria brought to my attention how being embraced

by the love of Christ changes everything. She says, "Love compels us to study the Word of God

deeply and handle it rightly so we don't sacrifice its true meaning on the altar of our culture or

personal preferences."While reading Alive in Him, I have grown deeper in my knowledge and

understanding of Who God is, what unity truly means as a body of believers, and how "spirit-filled

living and wise walking" "bring Him maximum glory".Gloria has an amazing way of writing that

encouraged me to grow and dig deeper into God's Word. I have 6 full pages of notes and quotes

from Alive in Him, and even though I rarely read a book twice, this is one book that I already cannot

wait to read again as I once again study out one of my favorite books of the Bible, Ephesians.I

received a complimentary review copy by the publisher, and I was not required to do a review on the

book, Alive in Him. This review is my honest opinion.

Furman writes that Alive in Him is more like a travel guide,"something you read to whet your

appetite for the real thing." It accomplishes that as well as laying out the themes in Ephesians.

Paul's letter contains long sentences and antiquated terms. Due to these challenges, people often

skip studying the first few chapters and jump right to chapters 4 and 5 with the easier to digest



descriptions of marriage and the armor of God. Furman makes a case that the whole book is

important and breaks down the text by subject instead of by chapter. She writes that while the

earlier chapters speak about the spiritual weapons we have in Christ, chapter six is the "challenge

to action," therefore explaining why it concludes Paul's letter. As in her previous books, Missional

Motherhood and Treasuring Christ When Your Hands are Full, Furman writes with authority and

relatability. She uses every day examples to explain some of the concepts in Ephesians. For

instance, comparing spiritual cleanliness to a clean house or presenting a mental image of zombies

when we read, "You were dead in the trespasses and sins in which you once walked." She is even

able to simplify the hard concepts in Ephesians, like submission. She writes that a wive's

submission is voluntary and that it is "no servile condescension of her personhood, but it is worship

as unto the Lord Jesus." Of course, you are not asked to accept her interpretations of the text

without question, but to read it alongside your Bible. That was my approach to the book and it

turned out to be an enriching experience. If you are looking to dive deeper into the book of

Ephesians, this is a great resource for personal or group study.I was given an advanced copy of this

book in exchange for my honest review.
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
