Billy is left trying to figure out whether
Dr. Libris is behind everything, whether his own mind may be the culprit, and whether or not he can
use the island to help save his parents’ marriage. While the plot is unique, the story feels too
far-fetched to be believable, and lacks the magic of Grabenstein’s Escape from Mr. Lemoncello’s

| am a huge fan of Chris Grabenstein’s fiction for children, but | must admit this one was a bit of a
dud.The premise pulled me in: a boy visits an island where characters from literature come to life.
They interact with Billy, the reader, but also with each other. This makes the story far more
interesting.Billy is joined by the boy next door, Walter, and together they form a bond. Both are
awkward in their own ways, but they complement each other.My only complaint is the character Dr.
Libris. He’s pretty much out of the picture until the end of the book, when he appears for two pages

and takes off again. While there he proves himself to be a real jerk, not the brilliant inventor of



technology to revolutionize reading. | would have rated the book a 3.5 if Dr. Libris wasn’t such a
disappointment.Final thoughts: this is a cute story and a fast read, but it just didn’t grip me in the

end.
