Starts off a slowly,
reintroducing characters and past events, and then jumps right into, rarely leaving a dull moment.

relatable, realistic, dynamic, and very complex. Even the most evil characters have clear and
understandable motives, and leaves you wondering if they really are a villain. The setting and items
within that setting are believable yet still fantastic and very imaginative, and the book does a very
good job of sucking you into the world.In all, the book clocks in at around 330 pages and is a

fantastic read for sci-fi fans. Highly recommended book and series.

Following Chimera, this second book in the series follows most of the same characters and has a
similar set of features including the rites of passage. That said, we shouldn’t expect this to be just an
update on book one as some of the characters gain significant depth, and some just die.In Marcus
you have a complete psychopath, comfortable at manipulating others to get to his goals, and killing
them if they threaten him. Of all the characters Selena’s and Theo’s develops the most, though in
very different ways.Being only the second book in a series don’t be looking for ’happily ever after

but do expect gripping hard sci-fi.Helios (Universe Eventual) (Volume 2)

After reading the first book of the Universe Eventual series, | felt the urge to get to know the
Chimera herself better. Although | didn’t get that itch satisfied as much as | would have liked to, it
was very interesting to get to see things from Marcus’ perspective and see what makes him tick.
Megan is still my favorite character and you feel the tension of these teens having the weight of the
survival of their colony put on their shoulders. Not something they’d particularly choose or ask for,
but something driven by necessity. They may not make the right decisions all the time and things

may get out of control, but that just makes the situation seem more real.
