Ordinary Americans also
play key roles in the Thanksgiving story&#151;the New England Indians who boycott Thanksgiving
as a Day of Mourning; Sarah Josepha Hale, the nineteenth-century editor and feminist who
successfully campaigned for Thanksgiving to be a national holiday; the 92nd Street Y in New York
City, which founded Giving Tuesday, an online charity established in the long tradition of
Thanksgiving generosity. Kirkpatrick also examines the history of Thanksgiving football and, of
course, Thanksgiving dinner. While the rites and rituals of the holiday have evolved over the
centuries, its essence remains the same: family and friends feasting together in a spirit of gratitude
to God, neighborliness, and hospitality. Thanksgiving is Americans’ oldest tradition. Kirkpatrick’s
enlightening exploration offers a fascinating look at the meaning of the holiday that we gather
together to celebrate on the fourth Thursday of November. With Readings for Thanksgiving Day
