Doing justiceA to the complexity of the preaching task and the questions that underlie it, Wilson
organizes both the preparation and the content of the sermon around its "four pages."A Each
"page" addresses a different theological and creative component of what happens in any sermon.
Page One presents the trouble or conflict that takes place in or that underscores the biblical text
itself.
