From their beginnings in 1978 PiL set the groundbreaking

template for a band that continues to challenge and thrive to this day, while also recording one of

the eighties most powerful anthems, â€œRise.â€• Lydon also found time for making innovative dance

records with the likes of Afrika Bambaataa and Leftfield. By the nineties heâ€™d broadened his

reach into other media while always maintaining his trademark invective and wit, most memorably

hosting Rotten TV on VH1.John Lydon remains a captivating and dynamic figure to this dayâ€”both

as a musician, and, thanks to his outspoken, controversial, and from-the-hip opinions, as a cultural

commentator.

I read Lydon's "Rotten:No Irish, No Blacks, No Dogs" when it came out in 1994 and quite liked it. I

got this as a used paperback for a terrific price from a 3rd party seller here on . I can honestly hear

John Lydon's voice when I read this book. His writing style is very conversational, and he often uses

incredibly grammatically incorrect phrases - but he does that in real life, so it's like he's speaking to

the reader, trying to communicate directly to the reader, something he says several times in the

book, that his ultimate goal is to communicate ideas. Not that his ideas and your ideas will always

align, you may or may not agree with his opinions or his tone, but you DO come away from this

book knowing an awful lot about the man - straight from the horse's mouth, as they say. Lydon pulls

no punches and he certainly suffers no fools. A funny, informative and often oddly touching account

of his life and career in music. Highly recommended.
