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This sumptuously illustrated book brings together the work of Henri Matisse and Richard

Diebenkorn as never before, illuminating unexpected resonances that connect the two artists across

time and space. Featuring stunning pairings of more than 80 paintings and drawings, this book

charts the evolution of Matisseâ€™s impact on Diebenkorn over the course of Diebenkornâ€™s

career.
