This is a beautifully wirtten and beautifully created story
that will draw you into its life to experience the emotion and the resolution fully.The heroine is a
young blind girl; and as a female who is blind, | must say that | am most impressed with the
character development. Emily is not portrayed as a person with some kind of superhuman ability
that develops in spite of her lack of sight; nor is she portrayed in any way as someone who has
something to overcome that has to do with blindness itself. Her blindness is a personal
characteristic that is sometimes irritating to her and causes her frustration at times; but she also is
skilled at coping with it in her daily life, and when presented with the opportunity to take advantage
of it in order to solve the community dilemma, she does so. Emily’s true struggle is in other areas of
life; and this is the genious that is L’'Engle’s work in developing her character. She is a child
struggling to find her identity; and she is acutely aware of the relational and emotional issues
affecting the family with whom she lives. The depth of her friendship with Vicky is truly touching. As
deeply touching is the impact of that friendship on Susy--and while | was never personally drawn to
Susy, | found myself empathizing with her at times while reading this book. | had difficulty deciding

whether | identified more with Emily or Vicky. (It is still a toss-up.)
