Unlike the soldiers aboard their ship, they were unpaid
volunteers. As the daughter of a wealthy family, Alice had no need to worka "no need to go to war.
But she also drove her own car, was trained as an auto mechanic, spoke French, and had the
passion and determination to contribute selflessly to the war effort.Alice and her friends joined
hundreds of American women serving as nurses, clerks, drivers, and canteen workers for the Red
Cross, Salvation Army, and other organizations. Her letters home, full of breezy gossip and telling
detail, describe living conditions, attitudes and actions of French soldiers and civilians, and her own

remarkable efforts near the front. Alice was brave and funny, proud and jingoistic, privileged and

unassuming, and Alice made a difference in France.
